This morning, the Colorado SoS office called to advise me that they are
dismissing the complaints against El Paso County Undersheriff Joe Roy-
bal for bribing voters to sign his primary ballot petition. They advised me
that since this is a criminal matter, it needs to be handled by either the DA
or the AG. It should be noted that the SoS does not handle criminal cases,
but there is still an administrative responsibility as to whether a candidate
who offers bribes to sign a petition is legitimately on the ballot. Appar-
ently, that doesn’t matter to the CO SoS. They are exercising their own
discretion to benefit a candidate whom they favor.

Yesterday, campaign finance complaints against two El Paso County Com-
missioners, Holly Williams and Cami Bremer, for accepting excessive do-

nations from a dark money source were similarly dismissed by the CO
SoS. These are the career public officials who are the “Sensible Republi-
cans”. Our State GOP strongly advocates we unite with them so we can
fight the Democrats. It should be patently obvious that these self-
proclaimed “Sensible Republicans” are favored by, and in league with, the
Democrats.
