1. How did the county use the funds to address the pandemic?

Print, fold and mail letters to all registered active voters explaining an all vote by mail for the
County, along with not having an early vote or same day voting. Procure external Drop Box, so
voters may drop off their ballots without having to enter the County Building and using drop boxes
in the building. Avoid them leaving their vehicles and maintaining a safer environment for them and
the County Workers. Placing peel and seal option on Primary return envelopes, allowing voters to
not have to lick the envelope and poll judges from having to deal with licked envelopes.

Advertising in local Newspaper about election being an All Vote By Mail. Alerting voters that there
will be no early voting or same day voting. Procuring Personal Protective Equipment for the
Election Judges, County Election Officials. Masks, Gloves, Sanitizers. Cleaning supplies to
sanitize and clean surfaces and equipment that is used during election process. Ballot insert letting
voters that there will no early voting or same day voting because of Co-vid19.

2. What were some challenges and major issues the county faced in responding to the pandemic?

Biggest challenge was being able to deal directly with public during the lock down period, ie:
registering, change of party affiliation, change of address, etc... The steps we took prior to Election
Day really helped in assisting the Voters leading up to Election Day, advertising, social media, word
of mouth... Having an outside Drop Box really helped both the public and the Office.
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
